MIDDLE SCHOOL BASEBALL

2011 Rules and Regulations

1. Each team will play a total of eight games.  The games played on Wednesday, March 3rd will not count in the standings.  The team with the best win/loss record excluding March 3rd will be declared the champion.

2. All games are seven innings.  A game will end anytime that a team is 10 or more runs behind and has completed five or more turns at bat.  A game will end anytime that a team is 15 or more runs behind and has completed three or more turns at bat.

3. The rule book issued by the National Federation and adopted by GHSA will be used.  As in high school games, the distance of the pitcher’s plate from home plate is 60'6" and the bases are 90' apart.  Players are allowed to re-enter a game one time in any fielding position but must be placed in the same position in the batting order.

4. Remember that scull caps are not allowed and helmets must have both ear flaps.  Also, bats must be stamped with “BSR”.

5. Games will begin at 5:00 p.m. or 5:15 p.m. Check your schedule carefully.  If a team arrives late, limit or eliminate the warm up and begin the game immediately.

6. Any game played Monday-Thursday must end by 7:15 p.m. The team with the lead after the last complete inning will be declared the winner.  We will follow the same rule if the game is stopped due to darkness.  If the game remains tied, it will be considered a ½ win and a ½ loss for both teams.  This must be determined immediately after the game is stopped with both coaches present.
7. The host school will be responsible for declaring the playing field unplayable if inclement weather exists.  Before the game is canceled and rescheduled, the availability and condition of your opponent’s field will be considered for the game.  The decision needs to be made as early as possible so that visiting teams and umpires may be notified.  Bibb County schools should notify the County Athletic Office (765-8550) if their field is unplayable.  Teams outside Bibb County may notify this office who in turn will notify the Bibb County school for you.  
8. For the Bibb County Schools, umpires will be furnished by the Middle Georgia Baseball Umpires Association and paid through this office.  Please let this office know of any legitimate complaints concerning these officials.  If you do not have officials for a game, call my cell (478-957-1275) immediately.

9. The Home team is to e-mail this office ( GOTOBUTTON BM_1_ revans@bibb.k12.ga.us) or call in the game score to the County Athletic Office (765-8550) the following school day.
